INTENDED USE 

The QGARDEN Poly Garden Cart is designed for use in private gardens and primarily used 

around GRASS OR LAWN AREAS, but not in public facilities, parks or sports grounds and not for 

agricultural or forestry use. This product is not intended for commercial use. 

This is a garden trolley, therefore extended use over abrasive surfaces (e.g. concrete, tarmac 

etc.) could cause premature wear on the trolley tyres. Commercial or industrial environments 

are not recommended. 

Compliance with this manual supplied by the manufacturer is a prerequisite for the proper 

usage of the machine. The operating manual contains servicing and maintenance 

instructions as well as directions for use. 

 

 WARNING 

Read this instruction manual carefully before operating this machine. Make sure that you are 

familiar with the controls and properly operate the machine. Following these instructions can 

reduce the risk of personal injury.

DURING OPERATION 

• This is a garden cart, therefore extended use over abrasive surfaces (e.g concrete, 

tarmac etc.) could cause premature wear on the trolley tyres. 

• Always ensure that your load is evenly distributed over the front and rear axles & four 

wheels. 

• Tyre inflation must be undertaken with a foot or hand manual inflation device. The tyre 

pressures must not exceed 25PSI or 1.7BAR. (DO NO USE ELECTRICAL OR MECHANICAL 

INFLATION DEVICES). 

• Do not at any time allow anyone to sit or stand on the Trolley. 

• Do not allow children to play on, stand upon or climb in the Trolley. 

• Always inspect the Cart before use to ensure it is in good working condition. 

• Immediately replace or repair damaged or worn parts before using the Cart. 

• Always check and tighten hardware and assembled parts before operation. 

• Do not exceed the equipment maximum load capacity of 150kg (330lbs), tipping 

capacity 100kg (220lbs). 

• Do not try to carry loads that make the Cart unstable. 

• Avoid large holes and ditches when using the Cart. 

• Be careful when operating on steep gradients (hills) the Cart may tip over. 

• Always operate at a reduced speed in rough terrain, along creeks, ditches and on 

hillsides. 

• Do not operate close to creeks, ditches and public roads. 

• To avoid personal injury and/or equipment damage DO NOT EXCEED 10 MPH. 

• Always use caution when loading and unloading the Cart. 

CRUSH AND CUT HAZARDS 

• Always keep your hands and feet clear from moving parts while operating the 

equipment. 

• Always keep the work area clean and clear when operating 
STAY ALERT    

Do not operate the machine while under the influence of drugs, alcohol, or any medication 

that could affect your ability to use it properly. Do not use this machine when you are tired or 

distracted from the job at hand. Be aware of what you are doing at all times. Use common 

sense. 

AVOID DANGEROUS CONDITIONS   

Make sure there is adequate surrounding workspace. Cluttered areas invite injuries. 

Keep your work area clean with sufficient light. Keep the area around the machine clear of 

obstructions, grease, oil, rubbish and other debris which could cause persons to fall onto 

moving parts. 

INSPECT YOUR MACHINE    

Check all bolts, nuts, and screws for tightness before each use, especially those securing 

guards and drive mechanisms. Vibration during use, may cause these to loosen. 

Form a habit of checking to see that all other tools/equipment are removed from the 

working area before turning it on. 

Replace damaged, missing or failed parts before using it. Warning labels carry important 

information.

DRESS PROPERLY

DO NOT OVERREACH 

Always keep proper footing and balance when using the machine. Never stand on the 

machine. Serious injury could occur if the machine is tipped or if the moving parts are 

unintentionally contacted. Do not store anything above or near the machine, where anyone 

might stand on the machine to reach them. 

AVOID INJURY FROM UNEXPECTED ACCIDENT   

Keep hands & feet out of the way of all moving parts. Do not place any part of your body 

or any tool e.g. in the machine during operation.  

DO NOT FORCE TOOL   

Do not exceed the equipment maximum load capacity of 150kg (330lbs) 
Always ensure that your load is evenly distributed over the front and rear axles & four wheels. 

Do not try to carry loads that make the Trolley unstable. 

NEVER LEAVE MACHINE RUNNING UNATTENDED   

Do not leave your machine unattended until it has come to a complete stop.

ASSEMBLY 

STEP 1 

Turn the tub upside down. 

 

 

STEP 2 

Assemble the Front Axle 

Bracket to the Front Frame, 

using 4x M8x20 bolts, 4x M8 

nuts and 4x 8mm washers. 

 

 

STEP 3 

Attached the Rear Axle 

Bracket to the Tub. Use 2x 

M8x20 bolts, 2x M8 nuts & 2x 

8mm washers. Ensure the bolt 

and washers are fitted inside 

the tub. 

 



 

STEP 4 

Place the Left & Right Rear 

Axle Braces over the axles of 

the Rear Axle Bracket and 

secure to the Tub, using 4x 

M8x20 bolts, 4x M8 nuts and 4x 

8mm washers. Ensure the bolt 

and washers are fitted inside 

the tub. 

 

 

STEP 5 

Place the Tub in the dump 

position. Remove the front 

screws from the rear frame. 

Place the Front Axle & Front 

Frame and slide it over the 

Rear Frame, where you have 

removed the bolts. Once 

aligned, refit the bolts, washers 

and nuts. The Rear Frame, 

Front Fram, Front Axle and Tub 

should now be connected. 

 

 

 



 

STEP 6 

Attach the Lock to the Tub, 

using 4x M8x20 bolts, 4x M8 

washer & 4x M8 nut. 

 

STEP 7 

Attach the four wheels to the 

four axles. Please the large 

M12 washer after the wheel 

and secure using the M12 Lock 

Nuts  

 

STEP 8 

Assemble the Handle to the 

Yoke, using the Coupling, 

M8x60 Bolt, M8 Lock Nut & M8

OPERATION 

RAISING THE TUB 

To opertate the dumping feature, pull the 

dumping release handle outward to release 

the tub from the locking mechanism. Lift up 

the release handle to raise the cart into the 

dumping position. 

  

RETURNING THE TUB TO THE BASE 

Move the tub back down to the lowered 

position. Make sure the dumping release 

handle is locked into place when the tub is in 

the lowered position

MAINTENANCE & STORAGE 

WARNING 

Improper maintenance & storage of the Trolley may void your warranty. 

LUBRICATE 

Maintenance spray or multi-purpose grease can be applied to the wheel axle prior to long-

term storage. Oiling is not necessary. 

CLEANING 

After each use, thoroughly clean material out of the cart. 

Rinse/dry inside and outside of the Trolley after each use. 

STORING 

Never allow material to stay in the hopper for extended periods of time.  

Before storing, ensure that the spreader is clean and dry. 

Store indoors or in a protected area during severe weather and in the winter months. 

CHECK ALL NUTS, BOLTS AND FASTENING 

Periodically check all fastenings are tight & secure. 

NEVER EXCEED LOAD CAPACITY 

To avoid damaging the spreader, never exceed the rated load capacity of 150kg (330lbs) or 

tipping capacity of 100kg (220lbs) 

TYRES 

Ensure the tyre pressures are checked regularly. Tyre inflation must be undertaken with a foot 

or hand manual inflation device. The tyre pressures must not exceed 25PSI or 1.7BAR. (DO NO 

USE ELECTRICAL OR MECANICAL INFLATION DEVICES). 

Incorrect tyre pressures and constant use of the cart on abrasive surfaces can cause 

premature wear, which would not be covered under the terms of the manufacturer’s 

warranty. 

IMPORTANT: 

Only use the manufacturer’s original replacement parts. Non-original replacement parts will 

invalidate your warranty and may result in a safety hazard or poor operation. Parts are 

available by calling 01793 333212. 

 

REPAIRS & SERVICING 

Users of this product should only undertake actions described in this manual, unless otherwise 

instructed by the manufacturer. All other repairs and servicing should only be undertaken by 

an approved service/repair dealer. Your nearest approved service/repair dealer can be 

found at www.thehandy.co.uk.
